Programming editor commands has the
additional advantage that a program need not be very large to be tangibly
useful in editing. A first project can be very simple. One can thus slide very
smoothly from using the editor to edit into learning to program with it.

Lancelot Thomas Hogben was a British experimental zoologist and medical
statistician. He developed the African clawed frog (Xenopus laevis) as a
model organism for biological research in his early career, attacked the
eugenics movement in the middle of his career, and popularised books on
science, mathematics and language in his later career... In the First World
War he was a pacifist. He worked for six months with the Red Cross in
France, under the auspices of the Friends’ War Victims Relief Service and
then the Friends’ Ambulance Unit. He then returned to Cambridge, and was
imprisoned in Wormwood Scrubs as a conscientious objectorin 1916.
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
